Neither is the Muslim population the objective of my operations.

The goal of my action is also not the Muslim civilian population.

I want to help you. Although you don’t deserve it.

Neither as a human being nor as an officer.

ButI will do it for the sake of those children within the UNPROFOR
ranks.

But I will do this because of those children of UNPROFOR.
